® Responsibility for (higher) education lies with the individual
states (Lander)
o i.e. basic funding, organisation, governing laws

® Federal government has a very limited role to play:

o can legislate on issues related to access to higher education and academic
qualifications, can co-finance research projects

® Thus the actual structure and organisation of the various
systems and institutions may differ from state to state
o e.qg. fees, accreditation, types of institutions, governing bodies, autonomy
